Science Education programs for two years with the provision that the two stipulations in 
the report are met. A Two-Year Report will be due in May of 2022.

R. Reardon moved that the VSBPE accept the recommendation of the Office and reinstate 
full approval to Norwich University’s educator preparation programs.
