Executive Summary 
 
Purpose: The Summary of the Annual Statistical Report of Schools (SASRS) report provides Local Education Agencies (LEAs) 
and other interested parties the data submitted to the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) by the Agency of Education.  
Consequently, data in SASRS are organized according to federal definitions.  NCES uses this information to identify issues and 
trends in school finance, to assess the condition of school finance in each state and for making comparisons among states.  Data 
submitted to NCES are also used to determine state allocations for some federal programs. 
 
The FY13 SASRS shows the effects of Act 68.  These effects are most noticeable in the shift, beginning in FY99 with the 
implementation of Act 60 and in FY05 with the implementation of Act 68, in the proportion of revenues provided by state 
and local sources. The FY13 SASRS contains the fifth year of figures following complete implementation of Act 130. Union 
districts are now funded directly from the education fund rather than through district assessments. The result is a 
substantial decline in duplicate revenues and duplicate expenditures. 
 
• 344 Public Local Education Agencies (including 15 technical centers), submitted the FY13 Annual Statistical Report of 

Schools.   
 
• In FY13 Vermont Public Local Education Agencies reported receiving: 
 
  $81,370,133 in local revenues (unduplicated) 
         $1,380,262,848 in state revenues 
  $111,701,734 in federal revenues 
   $195,249,923 in other local revenues (tuition and fees from other school districts) 
 
• Total public school revenues are $1,768,584,637 but this amount includes $195,249,923 in inter-district receipts for tuition, 

assessments, transportation and other services. Unduplicated public school revenues are $1,573,334,714. 
 
• There is a reported $1,414,424,021 in total public education PK-12 current expenditures.  This represents an increase in 

spending of $39.2 million (2.9%) from the previous year’s spending level.  The Federal definition of Current Expenditures 
excludes community service and adult education program costs, capital outlay and equipment expenditures and principal and 
interest payments on long-term debt.  

 
• The breakout of FY13 PK-12 public education current expenditures compared with FY12 is shown below,

• The FY13 statewide average Current Expenditure per Student in Membership is $16,773. This figure is based on the federal 

definition of Current Expense, which incorporates special education and transportation expenditures in the definition. The 
student count is calculated by combining the number of Attendances and Absences for each Public School and dividing by the 
number of Session Days the school was officially in session. Students attending less than full-time are pro-rated into full-time 
equivalent (FTE) totals. 

 
• Note: SASRS summarizes data as reported by LEAs. There are differences among LEAs in the way funding is recorded. For 

example, in some supervisory unions special education funding is reported at the supervisory union level, while in others it is 
reported by the LEAs themselves. 

 



 

Discussion 
 

Every year on August 15 each Vermont Local Education Agency is required to submit an Annual Statistical Report to the Vermont 
Agency of Education providing an accounting of annual revenues and expenditures to the people of Vermont, their legislature, and 
the executive branch of government. The Vermont Agency of Education compiles the financial information submitted by each 
district and annually publishes the results in the Summary of the Annual Statistical Report of Schools (SASRS). SASRS-13 
represents the twenty-first annual report published by the Agency.  Data in this report reflect changes in the Database of the School 
Financial System through December 06, 2013.  No changes were received by the Agency of Education after December 06, 
2013. 
 
The SASRS-13 continues the practice established in SASRS-95 of reporting ‘current expenditures’ based on the federal definition 
of current expense.  The federal definition includes special education and transportation costs in the calculation.  Use of the federal 
definition ensures compatibility with statistics submitted to the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES).  The U.S. 
Department of Education and other agencies require comparable fiscal data from the states in order to determine funding 
allocations to state and local education agencies.  NCES statistics are also widely used to compare the condition of public school 
finance across states. 
 
Act 60 and Act 68 
SASRS-13 is the ninth SASRS report to contain data submitted under the provisions of Act 68.  The most noticeable effect of Acts 
60 and 68 appearing in SASRS is the substantial change in the proportion of revenues provided by the state and local governments.  
In FY98 (the year preceding Act 60) revenues from state sources were $235,492,082 and unduplicated local revenues were 
$549,311,705.  In FY99 (the first year of Act 60) state revenues increased to $657,815,706 while unduplicated local revenues 
declined to $168,248,808.  In FY05 (the first year of Act 68) the state and unduplicated local revenues were $1,066,091,330 and 
$69,910,699 respectively.  Subsequent years’ state and unduplicated local revenues were: $1,130,247,758 and $73,989,123, for 
FY06; $1,201,335,090 and $81,387,212 for FY07; $1,252,140,676 and $79,536,917 for FY08, $1,310,450,869 and $75,153,458 
for FY09; $1,296,805,586 and $80,153,040 for FY10, $1,293,829,505 and $78,306,291 for FY11, $1,332,243,895 and 
$83,895,647 for FY12 & $1,380,262,848 and $81,370,133 for FY13. The major factor creating the change from FY98 to 
subsequent years is the initiation of a statewide property tax that, along with other changes, increased the portion of education 
spending paid by state revenue. The reduction in state revenues for FY10 and FY11 is due largely to the increased federal funding 
provided by the American Recovery & Reinvestment Act (ARRA). In FY12 these funds were no longer available and the 
$51,757,333 reduction in federal funds was partially offset by a $37,435,873 and $5,506,316 increase in state and local funds 
respectively. Schools statewide, therefore, received $8,815,144 less in FY12 then they did the year before. 
 
Act 130 
SASRS-13 is the fifth SASRS report following full implementation of Act 130. Act 130 established funding of union districts 
directly from the education fund. Previously, union districts were funded via assessments levied on union member districts. The 
elimination of union assessments creates a substantial decline in duplicate revenues (received by unions) and duplicate 
expenditures (made by union members). 
 
SASRS-13 provides a compilation of Supervisory Union and LEA revenues and expenditures broken out in the following manner: 
 
Revenues: 
 
Local revenues are identified by source including: local taxes; tuition, fees & assessments and food service.  Tuition, assessments 
and fees received from other public school districts in Vermont are counted as duplicate revenues because the money involved is 
first counted as revenue by one district and then counted as revenue by a second district when it receives the tuition, assessments 
and fees.  Consequently, SASRS makes a distinction between revenues including duplicates that include tuition, assessments and 
fees from other Vermont public school districts and unduplicated revenues that have had this money removed. 
 
Unduplicated total revenues are divided into revenues from local, state and federal sources.  The percentage share of total revenues 
provided by each source is also included.  In light of the increased contribution of revenues from state sources, a new table was 
added starting with SASRS99.  This table, FY13 State Revenues (Table 2), shows the component parts of the state revenue total 
for each district. 
 



 
Expenditures: 
 
Total expenditures may be calculated with or without inter-district tuitions, fees and assessments.  Since expenditures by one 
district on tuition, fees and assessments are then spent by the receiving district to provide educational services, they are duplicating 
expenditures.  When these expenditures are removed, the resulting figure is the unduplicated total of all expenditures.   
 
Total unduplicated expenditures are divided into Total PK-12 Current Expenditures and other expenditures.  Total PK-12 Current 
Expenditures include the money spent on elementary/secondary current instruction-related costs and also non-instructional 
expenditures for food service and other enterprise operations.  Other expenditures include adult education, capital construction, 
equipment purchases, tuition, fees and assessments. 
 
SASRS divides the figure for total expenditures into its component parts by function category in Table 4, Parts 1 and 2, and Total 
PK-12 Current Expenditures by major object code in Table 7. (Additional information on function codes, object codes and other 
categories used in the Annual Statistical Report of Schools is found in Appendix C)  Beginning in FY08 Community Services and 
Adult Education costs are separated in Table 4 - Part 2, Columns 12 & 13.  The two categories should be combined in order to 
compare those expenses with previous years. 
 
Note on Edit Checks: 
 
In the body of this report some districts may have been marked with asterisks indicating "data include unresolved reporting 
discrepancies."  These issues arise from the examination of data that are in the process of being resolved at the time the SASRS is 
being published. No unresolved edit checks remained at the time SASRS-13 was completed.

Unduplicated Local Revenues: e.g., local taxes, tuition and fees from parents and out of state districts, food service, etc. 
State Revenues: state revenues going to Vermont public LEAs. 
Federal Revenues: federal revenues going directly to Vermont LEAs or through the State to LEAs.  
State & Local Government Chain Type Price Index: an index measuring the cost of goods and services purchased by 
governments indexed to the cost of a similar package of goods and services in some base period.  Published by the U.S. Dept. of 
Commerce, Bureau of Economic Analysis, as part of National Accounts Data, Time Series Estimates [NIPA Table 3.10.4 Q2].  
2009 is the base year. 
 
Results: 
 
Compound Annual Growth Rates (CAGR) were calculated for the period FY84 through FY13 for Total Revenue and the price 
index.  The changed proportions of state and local revenues created by Act 60 and Act 68 would make compound growth rates for 
local, state and federal sources of revenue misleading so these rates have not been calculated.  Total revenue grew at a rate of 5.9% 
per year over the period as opposed to a 3.5% rate of inflation.

Purpose: 
 
Figure 1 displays a history of the growth (in $1,000 dollars) of federal, state and local revenues provided for Vermont public 
school education. 
 
Results: 
 
Figure 1 graphically illustrates the gradual rise of local, state and federal revenue dollar amounts provided for education between 
FY84 and FY98.  The largest portion of Vermont’s educational income during the period came from Local and Other Revenues 
generated primarily from local resident property taxes.  The second largest source was State Revenue in the form of General State 
Aid and supplemental aid monies.  A comparison of the year FY98 to the years FY99 and subsequent years illustrates the change 
in the proportion of state to local funding brought about by Act 60.  A similar change occurs from FY04 to FY05 with the 
implementation of Act 68.

Purpose: 
 
Figure 2 provides a graphic illustration of the accumulated percentage change in Vermont revenues and the State & Local 
Government Price Index. 
 
Results: 
 
Figure 2 illustrates the rapid rise in local and other revenues from FY84-98. Once again, the change in the proportion of state to 
local revenues associated with Act 60 (FY99) and Act 68 (FY05) is conspicuous in the years these laws took effect.

Purpose: 
 
The three pie charts illustrate the divisions within FY13 Local and Other, State and Federal Revenue sources.  The percent of total 
income from each revenue source is also provided. 
 
Note on duplicate revenues: 
School districts report revenue based on the source from which it is received.  Tuition, fees and assessments are received primarily 
from other local education agencies so school districts receiving these revenues report them as local revenues; i.e., revenues 
received from a local rather than a state or federal source.  Under Act 68, districts receive a much larger portion of their revenue 
from state sources.  So you frequently have situations where districts use revenue they received from the state to pay for tuition, 
fees and assessments associated with sending their students to other schools.  The revenue received by the district paying for the 
student is reported as state revenue while the same revenue transferred from one district to another is properly reported by the 
latter district as local revenue.  This process explains the large size of duplicated local revenues compared with the unduplicated 
total. 
 
Results: 
 
FY13 Local Revenues including duplicates: The chart showing FY13 Local Revenues indicates that out of every dollar collected 
from local sources available to spend on education, the largest share, 70.6 cents, comes from tuition, fees and assessments from 
other school districts in Vermont.  Roughly 0.8 cents comes from the collection of local taxes.  The remaining 28.6 cents is 
obtained from tuition paid by parents, students, and out-of-state school districts, earnings on investments, food service revenues 
and other local revenues.  Figure 3 has a total of $276,620,055 of local revenues including duplicates. Unduplicated total local 
revenues were $81,370,133.  Duplicate revenues are tuitions, fees and assessments moving from one LEA to another. 
 
FY13 Federal Revenues: The chart showing FY13 Federal Revenues indicates that out of every dollar of Federal Revenue 
received; approximately 3.8 cents was from American Recovery & Reinvestment Act [ARRA] or Education Jobs funds 
(temporary sources of federal receipts), 29.6 cents were Title I monies and 24.9 cents were available from Special and Vocational 
Education programs.  The remaining 41.7 cents were divided among a variety of programs including Title II programs, food 
service support programs, Drug Free Schools and Impact Aid programs. 
 
FY13 State Revenues: The chart showing FY13 State Revenues indicates that out of every state dollar available to spend on 
education, the largest share, roughly 84.3 cents, was Unrestricted State Funding.  State monies available for Special Education 
equal approximately 11.9 cents on the dollar.  The remaining sources of State revenue include monies provided for capital 
construction aid, vocational education, food services, Pre-K services and adult education.

Purpose: 
 
Within the education system, a level of expenditures can be calculated which eliminates duplication caused by inter-district 
tuitions, fees and assessments.  (See the Discussion section at the beginning of this report)  The result is referred to as Total 
Unduplicated Expenditures, which in FY13 were $1,597,821,325 for all of Vermont.  The two pie charts on the next page show a 
breakdown of this amount into the components of Current Expenditures and Other Expenditures. 
 
Modified accrual accounting separates expenditures for resources that are used within the current year from outlays for assets that 
have value carrying over into future years.  Current Expenditures are the annual expenditures necessary to provide an education for 
students from pre-kindergarten through 12th grade.  The category includes expenditures for instruction, support services, general 
and school administration, business services, operations and maintenance, student transportation and enterprise operations.  
Enterprise operations, such as food services, are supported primarily by fees and charges; i.e., they generate much of their own 
revenue. 
 
Other Expenditures include money spent on assets that have value over several years including capital construction, land and 
existing structures, debt service and equipment.  Money spent on programs that do not involve the education of PK-12 students, 
such as adult education, are also included in the Other Expenditures category. 
 
Some of the components of the other expenditures category can fluctuate substantially from year to year.  For this reason, the 
figure for PK-12 Total Current Unduplicated Expenditures is usually the most appropriate number for making comparisons over 
time.  
 
Results: 
 
FY13 Current Expenditures of $1,414,424,021 represent 88.5% of Total Unduplicated Expenditures.  Direct Instructional Services 
represent a major portion (59.5%) of the pie chart displaying Current Expenditure categories. 
 
FY13 Other Expenditures totaling $183,397,304 represent 11.5% of Total Unduplicated Expenditures.  Tuition and fees to 
independent and out of state schools account for 39.3% of Other Expenditures.  Interest and principal on long-term debt account 
for 23.6% and Capital Construction, Land, and Existing Structures constitute 16.3%.

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Table 1. FY13 Local Revenues 
 
 

Purpose: 
 
The purpose of Table 1 is to show revenue amounts raised for education by each Local Education Agency (LEA).  The flow of 
funds within education is such that the same dollar of revenue going to one LEA may be passed along to another LEA (for 
example, as tuition or a fee) and captured again as revenue a second time.  From a statewide perspective, one objective is to clearly 
identify these “duplicate” amounts and remove them from the total statewide revenue figure.   
 
Results: 
 
Table 1 shows unduplicated total local revenues of $81.4 million.  The comparable figure from the previous year is $83.9 million.  
The largest single share of unduplicated local revenues, $17.8 million, consists of funds generated from food service.   
 
Tuition, fees and assessments from other Vermont public school districts (duplicate revenues) amount to $195.2 million.  (See p. 6 
for a discussion of the relationship between duplicate local revenues and unduplicated local and state revenues)  Note that a large 
percentage of the duplicated amounts are recorded at the Supervisory Unions (LEAs beginning with “S”).  Generally, the bulk of 
the tuition and assessment fees are paid to these LEAs.

The purpose of Table 2 is to show revenue amounts raised by the state for each Local Education Agency (LEA).  The flow of 
funds within education is such that a dollar of state revenue going to one LEA may be passed along to another LEA (for example, 
as a Tuition or Fee) and captured again as revenue a second time.  Since the second LEA is receiving the revenue from another 
local LEA it would report the revenue in a local revenue code where it would show up in duplicated local revenue.

Purpose: 
 
Table 4, Part 1 shows all educational expenditures up to the level known as Current Expenditures.  Current Expenditures include 
the subcategories of Direct Instruction and Instructional Support Services as well as Food Service and Other Enterprise Operations.  
This table replicates the manner in which Vermont reports data to the National Center on Education Statistics (NCES) for national 
comparisons.  Table 4 allows the reader to examine Vermont’s federally reported fiscal data at the Local Education Agency level. 
 
Results: 
 
On a statewide basis, FY13 total Current Expenditures for PK-12 education are $1,414 million.  Current Expenditures comprise 
88.5% of Unduplicated Total Expenditures in education (Total Expenditures are reported in Table 4, Part 2).  Direct Instruction 
constitutes the largest component of Total Current Expenditures (Col. 1) at $841 million.  Support Services for Instruction are 
broken out in detail in Columns 2 through 7.  Beginning in FY02 General Administration and School Administration are shown 
separately.  General Administration expenses are costs of establishing and administering policy for operating the school system.  
Costs associated with the operation of the school board, superintendent services, staff relations and contractual negotiations with 
instructional and non-instructional personnel are examples of General Administration.  School Administration expenses are 
expenses for the overall administrative responsibility of a school.  Some examples of School Administration expenses are costs 
associated with the office of the principal, vocational director, special area administrative services, full time department chairs and 
clerical support.  Non-instructional costs included in Current Expenditures include Food Service and Other Enterprise Operation 
costs.

Purpose: 
 
Table 4, Part 2 shows educational Non-Current Expenditures which comprise the remainder of Total Expenditures.  Non-Current 
Expenditures include Community Services and Adult Education (non-elementary/secondary expenses), Capital Outlay & 
Equipment, Tuitions, Fees & Assessments and Debt Service costs.  Table 4 provides a summary of the format Vermont uses to 
report data to the National Center on Education Statistics (NCES) for national comparisons while allowing the reader to examine 
Vermont’s federally reported fiscal data at the Local Education Agency level.   
 
Results: 
 
On a statewide basis, FY13 gross Total Expenditures for PK-12 education are $1,795 million.  When duplicated or redundant 
payments within the system are removed, the net amount of total educational expenditures is $1,598 million.  Thus, about $197 
million is transferred between LEAs in the form of Tuitions, Fees and Assessments.  Beginning in FY08, Community Services and 
Adult Education are shown separately.  A significant amount of funds is expended over and above Current Expenditures in the 
areas of Capital Construction and Equipment as facilities are replaced or updated and the role of technology in the classroom 
continues to expand.

Purpose: 
 
Table 5 shows Current Expenditure amounts per Local Education Agency (LEA) for PK-12th grades as a percent of Total PK-12 
Current Expenditures.  The expenditure amount in each column of Table 4, Part 1 is shown as a percentage of the Total PK-12 
Current Expenditures in Column 11 of Table 4, Part 1.  Beginning in FY02, General Administration and School Administration 
have been separated into two categories. 
 
Results: 
 
Statewide, 59.5% of the total amount of Current Expenditures is allocated towards Direct Instruction.  Other significant areas of 
expenditure include School Administration (6.8%) and Pupil Support Services (8.3%).  Food Service and Other Enterprise 
Operations represent a relatively small percentage (3.2%) of the total costs, but are included for consistency with federal reporting 
standards.  Expenditure patterns will vary among individual LEAs.  Supervisory Unions (SUs), for example, often operate 
instructional programs to one extent or another and will therefore show some percentage of current expenditures in direct 
instruction.  However, due to the general administrative nature of the SU office, the percentage of expenditures in direct instruction 
is usually lower than town school districts or union schools. As of FY02, General Administration and School Administration are 
shown separately.  General Administration expenses are costs of establishing and administering policy for operating the school 
system.  Costs associated with the operation of the school board, superintendent services, staff relations and contractual 
negotiations with instructional and non-instructional personnel are examples of General Administration.  School Administration 
expenses are expenses for the overall administrative responsibility of a school.  Some examples of School Administration expenses 
are costs associated with the office of the principal, vocational director, special area administrative services, full time department 
chairs and clerical support.

Purpose: 
 
Table 6 uses a full-time equivalent student count (Site FTE).  The FTE used in this calculation is not the same as the 40 day ADM 
count provided by each town for determining the Education Spending Grant. 
 
• The source of each site FTE that is not a technical center was the FY13 Student Census.  The data used included: 

Resident and Nonresident Attendances 
Resident and Nonresident Absences 
Session Days the school was officially in session 

 
• The FTEs for technical centers were collected by the Career and Workforce Development program within the Agency of 

Education. 
 
• The formula used in the calculation of each site FTE that is not a technical center is as follows: 
 

The combined number of Attendances and Absences for each Public School was divided by the number of 
Session Days the school was officially in session.  Beginning in FY96 it became possible to pro-rate students 
attending less than full time into full-time equivalent (FTE) totals.  Student counts beginning with SASRS96 are 
not directly comparable to the counts used in previous years. 

 
• Public School Site FTEs were rolled up to the LEA level and reported in Table 6 for each LEA.  Special Education students 

were included within the count. 
 
• Technical center students are associated with the relevant technical center.  
 
• Beginning in FY02 General Administration and School Administration are separated into two categories. General 

Administration expenses are costs of establishing and administering policy for operating the school system.  Costs associated 
with the operation of the school board, superintendent services, staff relations and contractual negotiations with instructional 
and non-instructional personnel are examples of General Administration.  School Administration expenses are expenses for 
the overall administrative responsibility for a school.  Some examples of School Administration expenses are costs associated 
with the office of the principal, vocational director, special area administrative services, full time department chairs, and 
clerical support. 

 
Caution:  
 
There are a number of differences among supervisory unions in the way expenditures are divided between the SU and the LEAs.  
Expenditures that show up at the SU level in one supervisory union may show up at the LEA level in another. 
 
Results: 
 
The statewide average for Total PK-12 Current Expenditures per Student (using full-time equivalent student count) was $16,773.

LEAs: Types of Vermont Public School Districts  
 
In Vermont there are several different types of school districts.  The town school district is the most common type of district and 
forms the building block for most other forms of districts.  Vermont districts can be categorized into six groups: 
 
1. Town and City School Districts 
 
Each Vermont town or city constitutes a school district.  The only exceptions are towns that contain incorporated districts and 
towns that are members of unified districts.  There are 226 Vermont Town and City School Districts and 1 Gore and 1 
Unincorporated Area reporting in FY13, not including towns in unified districts. 
 
2.  Incorporated School Districts 
 
Each of Vermont's 9 incorporated school districts operates under a charter granted by the Legislature.  (The last one was granted in 
the early 1900s)  These districts often include part of a town, with the remaining section forming the town school district. 
 
3.  Joint Contract Schools 
 
A joint contract school exists when two or more towns have contracted to operate a school.  Each of the towns maintains its own 
school board.  There are five joint contract schools in Vermont, each consisting of two towns contracted to operate a single school.   
 
4. Union School Districts 
 
A union school district is established when two or more school districts agree to join together to own, construct or operate schools. 
There is one union school that is an "interstate school district" which includes one Vermont town and one New Hampshire town, 
and a second interstate district which began operation in the 2000-2001 school year. There are 36 union schools in Vermont.   
 
5. Unified School Districts 
 
A unified school district is a different version of a union school district serving grades K-12 or 1-12. When two or more towns 
form a unified school district, the town school districts (and school boards) are abolished and representatives from the former 
districts are elected to form one school board.  Nine towns comprise Vermont’s four unified school districts.  
 
6. Technical Centers 
 
Technical Centers are associated with town or union districts but submit separate reports.  Fifteen public technical centers reported.  
Three technical centers: the Hannaford Career Center, the Southwest VT Career Development Center and the River Valley 
Technical Center are each governed independently from any host high schools.

Appendix B 
Glossary of Terms 

 
Current Expenditures (PK-12)-includes Current Instructional Expenditure costs as well as elementary and secondary non-

instructional expenditures for food service and other enterprise operations. 
 
Current Expenditure per Pupil-current charges incurred for a particular period of time (generally a school year) divided by a 

measure of the number of students such as the Site FTE Student Count. 
 
Current Instructional Expenditures (PK-12)-the amount of money spent on elementary/secondary current instructional-related 

costs, including expenditures for instruction, pupil, instructional staff, central, and other support services, general and 
school administration, business services, operation and maintenance, and student transportation.  It does not include 
tuition payments to other Vermont public school systems or to independent and out-of-state schools, community services, 
adult education, capital construction, land and existing structures, equipment expenditures, interest or principal payments. 

 
Federal Revenues-revenues derived from federal sources such as unrestricted and restricted revenue from the federal government, 

revenue in lieu of taxes, forest revenue and impact aid for construction & operations.  Federal Revenues are classified 
within revenue codes of the 4000 range in the Annual Statistical Report of Schools. 

 
Intermediate Revenues-revenues from subgrants.  A subgrant occurs whenever a district receives a grant of state or federal 

money that is being passed through the supervisory union.  Intermediate Revenues are classified within revenue codes of 
the 2000 range in the Annual Statistical Report of Schools. 

 
Local Revenues-revenues received from assessments, tuition receipts, transportation fees, school lunch sales, etc.  Several of these 

local sources represent payments from another Vermont school district and result in duplicate revenues.  Local revenues 
are classified within revenue codes of the 1000 range in the Annual Statistical Report of Schools. 

 
Operations and Maintenance-expenses associated with salaries, benefits, supplies, contractual fees used for supervising plant 

operations and maintenance, costs for building operations (heating, lighting, ventilation, and repair), grounds & vehicle 
repair/ maintenance and security measures. 

 
Other Support Services-salaries, benefits, supplies and contractual fees for business and other support services. 
 
Other Sources of Revenue-funds received from loans, sales of bonds, interfund transfers, sale or compensation for loss of fixed 

assets, adjustments and refunds for prior year expenditures, capital leases and lease purchases.  Generally, these funds are 
not considered as being “current” revenues.  Other Revenues are classified within revenue codes of the 5000 range in the 
Annual Statistical Report of Schools. 

 
Pupil Support Services-salaries, benefits, supplies and contractual fees for staff providing attendance services, social work, 

guidance and health related services to students. 
 
School Administration Support Services-salaries, benefits, supplies, and contractual fees for the operation of the principals’ and 

full-time department chairpersons’ offices as well as expenses incurred for graduation costs. 
 
Site FTE Student Count-full time equivalent (of each pupil) per LEA.  A full-time equivalent student is calculated by summing 

the number of days of attendance and absence for each pupil and dividing by the total number of session days during the 
reporting period (normally a school year) for a student.  A proration is made for students attending less than full-time.   

 
State Revenues-revenues from state sources such as the Education Spending Grant, unrestricted grants in aid, transportation aid, 

and restricted aid such as revenue for special education.  State Revenues are classified within revenue codes of the 3000 
range in the Annual Statistical Report of Schools.
