Overview

Provides up to two college courses, tuition
free, for eligible Vermont high school
students. Upon successful completion of the
course, the student will: (A) demonstrate
proficiencies that contribute to a student
meeting the graduation requirements of the
secondary school in which the student is
enrolled; and (B) earn postsecondary credit
from the institution through which the course
was offered.

Allows CTE students who meet the
eligibility criteria to demonstrate CTE
program proficiency and earn college
credit for up to two college courses per
semester taught at regional CTE centers.
